A Petition & Pole License application was received from Northern NE Telephone Co..  The pole in question is on Summer St.  #41/3.5.

NEW BUSINESS;


Mr. Samson stated that the Town had entered into an agreement with Dr. Beattie to upgrade the radio tower that on his land. There will be a payment to Dr. Beattie of $2,000.00 paid in March.

A motion was made by David Stickney and seconded by Leo Enos to accept the agreement with Dr. Beattie.  A vote was taken and the motion carried and the paperwork was signed.


Mr. Samson stated that the work on the tower on Morse Mt. Had been stopped due to some misunderstanding with Eversource and there was some more paperwork to be taken care of.  It will continue with a 20 year lease.


Mr. Samson gave the Selectboard the Memo that was needed for them to prepare for the Town Report.

INFORMATION:


A sign permit was presented from CN Brown for a “free standing-mounted” sign.  There was some misunderstanding with the wording and it will be revisited at the next meeting after further investigation.


Edith Tucker asked about the Town Budget.  Leon Rideout stated that it was a tight budget and was under about 2%.  Most of the increases in the budget are in the insurance areas. There  were proposed raises only to select departments.


There was some discussion on the LED lighting for the Town and was the money coming from Northern Pass.  Leon Rideout stated that the Town would not take money from the Northern Pass for any of the projects.


Alan Savage questioned an article in the December23, 2015 Democrat regarding improvements on Main St.  Mr. Savage also stated that the New Zoning Regulations are much tighter than the old ones.


Noting that there was nothing further to come before the meeting a motion was called for to adjourn.

A motion was made by Leo No and seconded by David Stickney to adjourn.  A vote was taken and the meeting adjourned at 7:05 P.M.
